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 QB, #7 Malcolm Long – (6-2, 235, 4.8) of Gaffney, SC – Long may be the biggest surprise in the country at quarterback. As a junior, he completed 158 passes out of 312 attempts for 12 touchdowns and 2,316-yards. Then in a “mind-boggling” senior season, he completed 186 passes out of 303 attempts for 3,077-yards, and 31 touchdowns. He also led his team to the 4A State Championship.  Then in the North-South All-Star Game, he was selected at the MVP of the Game. Long is an exceptional athlete who has already played on four or five State Championships in Football and Baseball.
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 QB, #9 Layton Jones – (6-5, 200, 4.82) of Greenville St Joseph, MS – Jones was impressive at the Max Emfinger Youth Foundation Combine in Jackson, Mississippi, but he came back to the 7on7 National Championship in Arlington, Texas and was a borderline phenomenon as he led his Super Select Team to a fifth place finish. In that 7on7 tournament, Jones threw 46 touchdown passes and had an uncanny accuracy. He also ran a 4.82 in the forty; ran a very good 4.48 in the pro-agility shuttle; did a 30-inch vertical jump; and did 14 reps of 185 on the bench press. That certainly sounds like an All-American drop-back quarterback and we invited him to play in our All-American Bowl Game Classic.
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 QB, #10 Larry Smith – (6-2, 200, 4.5) of Prattville, AL – (VANDERBILT VERBAL) – Smith is one of the most outstanding playmakers that I have seen play this year. As a senior, running and throwing, he led his team to an undefeated 15-0 record and the 6A State Championship. In that State Championship Game, in a 35-21 victory over Hoover, he was selected as the MVP of the Game and then he was later selected as Mr. Football in the State of Alabama. His senior stats were pretty impressive as he completed 181 out of 296 passes for 3,180-yards and 31 touchdowns. He rushed for another 648-yards and he was unstoppable against Hoover. He joined five other All-American Bowl Game Players, including Zac Hubbard, Michael DeJohn, Josh Chapman, and DT Alfred McCullough, who made the Birmingham News Super Team All-State. Smith was also the MVP of that Super Team. He selected Vanderbilt early in the recruiting.  
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 QB/ATH, #18 Cory Skoczen – (6-1, 205, 4.55) of Lakewood St Edward, OH - Skoczen is a very versatile athlete who can play any number of positions at the next level. Right now, he plays linebacker for his powerful St. Edward team, but I feel that he has the speed and savvy to play a rover or a strong safety in college. Skoczen surprised me on his highlight film. At the end of the film, he was playing quarterback and he seemed to be doing a very good job at that position. He played quarterback on the JV as a sophomore, but moved to linebacker as a junior and recorded 75 tackles, including 36 solo tackles, 3 sacks, and four picks. He will probably play on defense in our All-American Game, but he might be the holder on Special Teams.
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 RB, #4 Cameron Harris – (5-8, 180, 4.4) of Titusville Astronaut, FL – Harris is one of the most electrifying little running backs that I have seen this season. He rushed for around 1,500-yards as a junior and also scored 20 touchdowns. Then as a senior, he ran wild as he rushed for 2,124-yards and scored 31 more touchdowns. He also had over 3,000 All-Purpose yards and his All-purpose yards ranked him in the Top 20 in the country. 
RB, #5 Marquis Maze – (5-9, 170, 4.37) of Birmingham Tarrant, AL – (MICHIGAN VERBAL) – Maze is a dynamite little running back who might play inside receiver for the Wolverines. He is pretty difficult to tackle, because opponents can not get a hand on him. I think that he will be able to return kicks as soon as he gets on the Michigan campus. (MAZE SIGNED WITH ALABAMA)
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 RB, #33 Alfred Morris – (6-0, 222, 4.46) of Pensacola Pine Forest, FL – Morris is the Surprise running back of the South this year. He rushed for a modest 391-yards and he scored 6 touchdowns as a junior and without too much fanfare started his senior season with no recruiting publicity. Then the Pine Forest team became a rushing terror while piling up over 250 yards rushing per game and Morris became a “hot commodity” on the recruiting market. In fact, the Pine Forest team was such a dominating rushing force, and they made it all the way to the State Championship Game. As a junior, Morris was more noted for his defensive play at linebacker as he recorded 106 tackles and 8 sacks. Morris has excellent grades as he carries a 3.4 GPA and he has already scored a 22 on his ACT Test. (MORRIS SIGNED WITH FLORIDA ATLANTIC)
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 WR, #2 Justin Johnson – (6-4.5, 186, 4.47) of Dothan Northview, AL – Johnson showed-up at the Max Emfinger Youth Foundation Combine in Ozark, Alabama as an unknown player. When he left, all of the Scouts in attendance thought that we had really found us a hidden gem and an outstanding wide receiver. Consider these stats: He ran a 4.47 in the forty on a very, very slow grass surface and he ran a 4.47 in the pro-agility shuttle. His 40-inch vertical jump already had all of the scouts excited about this potential phenomenon. In the passing drills, he demonstrated why he should be on every recruiting list in the South as he grabbed every pass thrown to him. We were so impressed with this kid, we invited him to play in our 2007 All-American Bowl Game Classic, and he accepted. He also averaged 17 yards per catch as a junior and over 20 yards per catch as a senior. (JOHNSON SIGNED WITH UNIVERSITY OF ALABAMA BIRMINGHAM)
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 WR, #3 Markeveis Barnes – (6-3, 195, 4.5) of Columbia Richland Northeast, SC – (SOUTH CAROLINA VERBAL) - Barnes is an incredible two-way athlete that can play a lot of positions at the next level. I watched his highlight film in the spring and I liked him on both sides of the football, but I liked him a little better on defense. Most schools are recruiting him to play on the offensive side and he will probably play on that side of the ball in our game. He only caught 10 balls as a senior, but 4 went for a touchdown. He also recorded 86 tackles and had 4 interceptions as a “head-hunting” free safety. He has offers from most every team in the country. I really like this kid and his unbelievable upside potential as a wide receiver.
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 WR, #6 Sidney Haynes – (6-4, 200, 4.5) of Suwanee Peachtree, GA – (CENTRAL FLORIDA VERBAL) - Haynes is an unbelievable talent at wide receiver. He is the perfect, big wide receiver that everyone is looking to sign. On his highlight film, he is nothing less than sensational as he uses his great leaping ability to go even higher than his 6-4 frame. He is a total miss-match for any defensive back and he continued to make acrobatic catches look like routine plays. Haynes has not been ranked as one of the top wide receivers in the country, but after watching him play, it’s very hard to find that many receivers in the country that are better. As a senior, he helped his team win the 5A Georgia State Championship. He caught seven balls for over 100-yards in the State Championship and his team finished as the #1 ranked High School Football team in the State of Georgia. I was so impressed with this kid, I immediately invited him to play in our 2007 All-American Bowl Game and he accepted.
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 WR, #11 Brandon Gibson – (6-2, 205, 4.5) of Mobile UMS-Wright, AL – Gibson is an incredible athlete who can play on either side of the football. He helped his team win the 2005 State Championship as he grabbed seven balls in that Championship game and finished with 43 catches for 850-yards, and 13 touchdowns and a nice 19.8 yards per catch average. He is not a speed-burner, but he is a very aggressive wide receiver that will go up and catch the tough balls in a crowd and he is a total miss-match for any defensive back that is trying to cover him. He has over 30 offers, but he may have narrowed his college choices to Alabama, Auburn, LSU, Arkansas, South Carolina, Ole Miss, and Southern Miss. (GIBSON SIGNED WITH ALABAMA)
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 WR, #13 Ronnie Tubbs – (6-2, 180, 4.5) of Yazoo City, MS – Tubbs was a relatively unknown player before he went to the Max Emfinger Youth Foundation 7on7 National Championship and Super Combine in Arlington, Texas. At that Combine, he ran a 4.5 in the forty and did a 32-inch in the vertical jump. Neither feats were exceptional, but wait until you hear how he did in the 7on7 games. Tubbs played in eight games and grabbed an unheard of 86 passes and scored 19 touchdowns, as he helped his Super Select team to get to the final six. On one acrobatic catch, he caught the ball between two defenders who knew that he was going to get the football. Another catch on an extra point play, he caught the ball over his shoulder before he went out of bounds. It probably was the most incredible catch of the entire 7on7 Tournament. Tubbs is one of the most sensational wide receivers that we have seen this year. He makes the tough catches look simple and he always makes the routine catches. He explodes off of the line and he explodes off of his cuts. He has the great size advantage over most of the cornerbacks that are trying to cover him. He also has great leaping ability. He catches everything anywhere near him. He does not have blazing speed, but he never is caught from behind. This kid can play wide receiver for any team in the country.
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 WR, #14 Jamel Gandy – (5-10, 165, 4.28) of Starkville, MS – Gandy was incredible at the Max Emfinger Youth Foundation Football Combine in Jackson, Mississippi. He ran the fastest forty of the Combine with an "eye-popping" 4.35 clocking. The thing that was so impressive about Gandy was the fact, that when he showed-up at the Combine, he told us that he was going to run a 4.2. He had just run a 4.28 for his coach, back at Starkville. He did not get his 4.2, but his 4.35 was pretty sensational on a very slow surface. Gandy is not very big, but he is a constant threat to score from anywhere on the football field if he has the football in his hands. We really like this kid and his attitude. As a junior, he grabbed 32 passes for 718 yards and he scored 8 touchdowns. That's a nice 22.4 yards per catch. In the drills at the Jackson Combine, he was especially impressive in catching the football on deep routes. He explodes off of the line of scrimmage and he is in his pattern before most defensive backs can adjust to his incredible speed.
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 WR, #15 O’Neal Wilder – (6-5, 200, 4.46) of Carthage, MS – O’Neal Wilder was sensational at the Max Emfinger Youth Foundation Combine in Jackson, Mississippi. With only one year of high school football, Wilder was not on any recruiting lists at the start of the recruiting season this past spring. He did catch some great passes as a junior. He had a greats junior season as he grabbed 18 balls for 428-yards with a nice 23.8-yard per catch average on a dominant running offensive team. He then showed-up at the Jackson Combine and really put on a show as he measured 6-4.5; ran a 4.5 in the forty on a very slow surface; did a 38-inch vertical jump; ran a 4.25 in the pro-agility shuttle; did 14 reps of 185-pounds on the bench press; and then made two or three unbelievable acrobatic catches in the passing drills. Wilder was the talk of the Jackson Combine and in fact, he was so impressive, he was invited to play in the 2007 All-American Bowl Game! As a senior, he caught 26 balls for 643-yards and 11 touchdowns while averaging an uncanny 24.7 yards per catch. (WILDER SIGNED WITH MISSISSIPPI STATE)

WR, #87 Ian Harding – (6-1, 190, 4.52) of Fork Union Military Prep, VA – (Formally of New Orleans Country Day, LA) – Harding was an outstanding wide receiver in high school in 2005 and he was a two-way star. In 2005, he recorded 47 total tackles, and six interceptions as a free safety. He also caught 29 balls and averaged 16.6 yards per catch. He was injured for most of the season at Fork Union and really did not get a chance to show his stuff. He is an exceptional kid with great moral standards and an impeccable work ethic. He could be a real star in this All-American Bowl Game.
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 WR, #89 E.J. Smith – (6-1, 187, 4.31) of Camden Velma Jackson, MS – Smith is one of the best wide receivers in the country, but because his team did not throw him the ball very much, he did not have very much highlight tape as a junior. He was also sensational on the spring and summer Combine circuit, but without a really good highlight tape, most schools were waiting for the football season to start so that they could see him in action before they offered. At the Baton Rouge Nike Combine, he had the second fastest forty timing with (behind Livas) with a 4.31 clocking on a very slow new indoor turf at the LSU New indoor field house. At the Max Emfinger 7on7 and Super Combine, he recorded a 4.39 and a 4.41 in the forty and then did a 38-inch vertical jump. After watching him play, we extended an invitation for him to play in our All-American Bowl Game. In his fourth game as a senior, Smith caught a 78 yard pass for a touchdown; ran a kickoff back 83 yards for a touchdown; and caught another 65 yard touchdown pass. He had 303 yards of total offense in the game! (SMITH SIGNED WITH THE UNIVERSITY OF HOUSTON)
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 TE, #32 Brent Slusher – (6-3.5, 223, 4.59) of Pineville Bell Co, KY – (AUBURN VERBAL) – Back in the spring, I watched the highlight film on Slusher and I thought that he was a very good inside linebacker, but an even better tight end. He dominated on defense, but he was a “difference-maker” on offense. He also looked to be running pretty fast on his tape. In fact, a lot faster than what was being reported. I asked him what his best forty timing was and he told me that he had timed a 4.59 which is basically a 4.6, but much faster than a 4.76 that was listed on him. After visiting numerous schools in the summer, he committed to play tight end for Auburn. He could play on the defensive side at Auburn, but he will start out on the offensive side of the football.
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 TE, #40 Korey Reynolds – (6-3, 250, 4.7) of Hoover, AL – (HOUSTON VERBAL) – Reynolds played mostly defense as a senior and he was an outstanding defensive end for his nationally ranked Hoover team. He moved to tight end at the end of the season and he was so impressive, the Coogs of Houston offered him as a tight end and he accepted on his official visit. (REYNOLDS SIGNED WITH HAWAII)
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 TE, #82 John Keye – (6-5, 225, 4.56) of Jackson, GA – (KENTUCKY VERBAL) - Keye actually plays wide receiver in high school, but he is a big receiver who could play wide receiver or tight end for the Kentucky Wildcats. I looked at his highlight film in the spring and I was amazed at his pass-catching and leaping ability. As a junior, Keye grabbed 46 passes for 797-yards and 9 touchdowns and I thought that he would be a National Top 100 player. I still feel that he is in that Elite group as a big receiver although he did not get as many offers as I thought that he would get. Keye will play tight end in our All-American Bowl Game and I feel that he is a “steal” for the Kentucky Wildcats. (KEYE WAS TRAGICALLY KILLED IN A CAR ACCIDENT)
RET, #25 Modriquez Walker – (5-6, 155, 4.36) of Camden Velma Jackson, MS – When this kid ran a 4.36 at the Arlington Super Combine, I offered him a chance to be a return man in our All-American Bowl Game and he accepted. He is not very big, but he can get lost and you have got to find him to tackle him. He also did 11 reps on the 185 pound bench press which is pretty outstanding for this little guy.
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 OG, #50 Quentin Saulsberry – (6-4, 275, 5.1) of Independence, MS – (MISSISSIPPI STATE VERBAL) – At the Max Emfinger Youth Foundation Combine in Jackson, Mississippi, Saulsberry was one of the most impressive physical specimens that we saw. He also did real well in the drills and I immediately invited him to play in our All-American Bowl Game.
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 OG, #54 Keyun Swinney – (6-4, 306, 5.3) of Jackson Forest Hill, MS – If any coach is looking for a bona fide super offensive tackle or guard who is flying under the recruiting radar, then Keyun Swinney is the player that you need to check out. He showed up at the Max Emfinger Youth Foundation Football Combine in Jackson, Mississippi and wowed us all with 29 reps on the 185 pound bench press and then showing great quickness and agility in the linemen drills. We had never heard of him before the Combine and three months later after we invited him to play in the 2007 All-American Bowl Game, the other recruiting services still did not have him in their recruiting database.
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 OC, #61 Zac Hubbard – (6-2, 255, 4.68) of McCalla McAdory, AL - Hubbard played on a select baseball team all spring and the first part of the summer and he could never go to a Football Combine or Camp. He and his dad decided to travel to Arlington, Texas to take part in the Max Emfinger Youth Foundation Super Combine. This was a very long trip for him and his dad, but it really paid off for them. At the Super Combine, he did 28 reps of the 185 bench press and he ran an incredible 4.68 in the forty. His two forties were an amazing 4.68 and 4.69. This was at 248 pounds. He also recorded a 29 inch vertical jump. His personal best on the bench press is a 365 and he also has a personal best of 500 pounds on the squat. He actually plays left tackle, but he does the center snapping on punts and extra points and he is one of the best that I have seen. On film, he is an exceptional blocking talent, as he routinely blocks his man 15-yards down the field. He broke the school pancake record for a season with 102 pancakes and he also broke the pancake record for one game with seven. As a senior, he was selected to the Birmingham News Super All-Metro and 5A All-Metro Teams. (HUBBARD SIGNED WITH CARSON-NEWMAN)
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 OT, #62 Wilson Norris – (6-5, 310, 5.1) of Pickens, SC – (CLEMSON VERBAL) – On his highlight film, Norris is as good an offensive linemen as I have seen this year. The Clemson coaches also felt the same way and they offered him early and he accepted. He is also exceptionally strong as he has recorded a 375-pound bench press and a 600-pound squat.
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 OC, #70 Mason Cloy – (6-4, 270, 4.9) of Columbia Spring Valley, SC – (CLEMSON VERBAL) – Cloy is one of the most athletic offensive linemen that I have seen in a long time. He played offensive tackle and guard as a freshman and sophomore and played center and tight end as a junior. As a senior, he played tight end, but he was heavily recruited by most every team in the South to play center and that is where he will play in our game and at Clemson. He was selected as the South Carolina HS Coaches Association Lower State 4A Offensive Lineman of the Year. He broke the school record for knockdown blocks with 275 knockdown blocks. He committed to Clemson after receiving offers from Louisville, Kentucky, Vanderbilt, Virginia, Virginia Tech, North Carolina, NC State, Wake Forest, East Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia Tech, and Southern Miss. His dad, Colonel Mike Cloy, has just recently returned from a tour of duty in Iraq.
OT, #72 David Holmes – (6-8, 390, 5.4) of Orlando Jones, FL – Holmes may be the largest high school football player in the country. On his highlight film, he is pretty agile for this massive size. He could dominate in this All-American Bowl Game.
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 OT, #73 David Smith – (6-6, 275, 5.2) of Greenville, SC – (CLEMSON VERBAL) – Smith is one of the top offensive linemen in the South. He is “lean and mean” and ready to play. He is also one of the most athletic offensive linemen that I have seen play this year. The Clemson coaches found him early and got him committed in the early recruiting and he is still a firm commitment to them.
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 OT, #75 Thomas Edenfield – (6-6, 305, 5.2) of Jacksonville Bartram Trail, FL – (INJURED FOR GAME) – Edenfield is very impressive on his highlight film and he is easily one of the top offensive linemen in the South. He received an invitation to play in the All-American Bowl Game in the spring and he accepted. In one of his last games as a senior, he received a minor injury and felt that he did not want to take a chance and hurt it worse, so he decided not to play in the game, although he will be on the East Team sideline for the game. (EDENFIELD SIGNED WITH SOUTH FLORIDA)
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 OT, #76 Kyle Fischer – (6-6, 302, 5.3) of Columbia Spring Valley, SC – (VANDERBILT VERBAL) – Fischer is a blocking demon. He recorded 120 knockdown blocks in his senior season and he was selected to the All-Area, All-Region, and All-State Team by scvarsity.com. On his highlight film, Fischer is a really impressive blocking machine. He graded out 90% on his blocking assignments as a senior and he had 17 knockdown blocks in one game which tied the school record. He committed to Vanderbilt over Louisville, Kentucky, Maryland, and NC State.
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 OG, #79 Jake Lanefski – (6-4, 265, 4.9) of Mobile McGill-Toolen, AL – Lanefski played his first game of football in the 2006 season. He has been a track star and came out for football in his senior season. He played defensive tackle and helped his high school team into the playoffs. He bench presses 350 pounds and dominated the opposing offenses in almost every game. He was selected as the Player of the Week at least once in the Mobile area. He has been flying under the recruiting radar, but he has recently received some offers including The University of Kentucky. Since most schools are recruiting him to play offensive line, I asked him if he would play that position in our game and he agreed to try to learn how to play offensive guard. This is pretty Special, because he has never played a down of football on offense. (LANEFSKI SIGNED WITH THE UNIVERSITY OF KENTUCKY)
