A DREAMER AND VISIONERY!
COVINGTON, Louisiana - 

All of his life, Max Emfinger has been a dreamer and a visionary, but for the last 37 years of his life, he has fought the bureaucracy of the college football recruiting procedures on the recruiting of high school football players to college. Over the years, Emfinger has given many recruiting seminars for parents to try to enlighten them and help them learn the recruiting game for the first time.

All of his life, Max Emfinger has been a dreamer and a visionary, but for the last 37 years of his life, he has fought the bureaucracy of the college football recruiting procedures on the recruiting of high school football players to college. Over the years, Emfinger has given many recruiting seminars for parents to try to enlighten them and help them learn the recruiting game for the first time.
When Emfinger started his recruiting service in 1977, his first goal and vision was to enlighten recruiting buffs and fans as to who the top players in each recruiting class were by a rating and ranking value. He was very successful, as he became the national authority on high school football recruiting in the 1980’s.
Then in the 1990’s, Emfinger saw a need to change his mission. There were just too many great high school football players that were “falling through the cracks” in recruiting and Emfinger wanted to do something to help them. A lot of players are lost for various reasons and they need help. They may be injured as a junior or they have just transferred or they just don’t get any publicity.

7on7 NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP 
In 2002, Emfinger was at an LSU Football Camp. At the end of practice on the final day, the coaches divided the players and put seven players on offense and seven on defense. This was a great way for the coaches to see these star players perform in a competitive situation. That same year, in 2002, Emfinger tried to hold a 7on7 National Championship, but he could not get sponsors and so it did not happen.
Then in 2003, Emfinger started working early on the 7on7 National Championship. He already had lined up over 100 players. He was going to take on the project whether he had sponsors or not, but then he got sick. He had a collapsed lung and after two major lung surgeries to overcome, Emfinger found himself on the critical intensive care ward in a New Orleans hospital.

On April 15, 2003, his 31st wedding anniversary, Emfinger stayed on that critical intensive care ward for six days. While he was on that ward, in University Hospital in New Orleans, six of eight patients died on his ward. “A lot of people were praying for me to make it and although I had some critical moments, I knew that I had some major things to do for kids before I was going to be called up,” said Emfinger.
There was a prayer group of ladies in Plaquemine, Louisiana, the home of his Mother-in-Law, and they held a prayer vigil every day and night for Emfinger and those prayers helped save his life.
One night, while still on the critical intensive care ward, Emfinger had a burning 105 temperature. Prayers were answered again when a young Polynesian nurse came into his room and cooled him down with ice and cold water towels. This nurse probably saved his life.
On May 18, 2003, about a month after his last lung operation, Emfinger experienced a lot of pain in his back where his lung surgery and a 17-inch incision that was still trying to heal. Some days, it hurt so bad, Emfinger could not get up out of bed, so he and his wife, Ginger, decided that it was time to go back to his New Orleans Doctor.
After waiting for many hours in the emergency room, a young lady of Polynesian Descent came out of a Doctor’s office and walked right by Emfinger and his wife. “I don’t know why I came here to the Doctor’s office today, because the Doctor didn’t help me one single bit,” said the lady.
“You are here today for a reason,” Emfinger said to the lady as she walked out of the waiting room and out of the hospital.

After about a minute, Emfinger felt a light tap on his shoulder and heard someone softly said, “She’s here for you!”
After it registered to Emfinger that this was a “Devine-Intervention” that was sent from Heaven, Emfinger jumped up and although he was still hurting, he managed to chase the Polynesian lady down the street until he caught-up with her.
As these two strangers met down the street, they held hands and they said a prayer together. The lady then pulled out a Father Francis Xavier Seelos Prayer for a Miracle Card and gave it to Emfinger.
This Father Seelos Prayer for a Miracle was, and has been said by Emfinger almost every single day until the present. 
Although he could not ride in a car for two months after his operation and he could not drive a car for another month, Emfinger kept saying his Prayer for a Miracle. His Prayer was to be able to drive a car in time to drive to Houston for the 2003 First Annual 7on7 National Championship. His prayers were answered and his miracle was that he was able to drive. After renting a 15-seat van, Emfinger picked up 10 players from Louisiana, who did not have money for a ride, and he drove them to Houston for the Event. All ten players who did not have a scholarship offer before this event, received scholarships to college and they are still playing college football today.
In 2004, over 150 players participated in the Second Annual 7on7 National Championship in Denton, Texas. Emfinger was excited about getting all of those players together, but it was still not enough. The college coaches had already made their recruiting lists and it was very difficult for him to get them to add many great players who had been so great at a 7on7.
ALL-AMERICAN BOWL GAME CLASSIC 
As a dreamer and a visionary, Emfinger decided that he needed to put together an All-American Bowl Game so that college coaches could view the highlight tape and evaluate these players who were flying under the recruiting radar.
For all of 2004, Emfinger worked on getting his first 2005 All-American Bowl Game off of the ground. He said his Father Seelos Prayer for a Miracle every day and the miracle happened on January 13, 2005.
There were 80 active players in that first game in Shreveport in the Independence Bowl. About 50 of those players had already committed to their favorite college, but in that game, there were 26 players, that got a college scholarship offer and got their college education paid for from the game highlights of the game.
“There are so many great things that can be done in an All-American Bowl Game,” Emfinger said. “Our 2006 All-American Bowl Game had 113 players in it and we got over 100 different scholarship offers from college coaches at practice on Tuesday before the game. Many players got multi offers from college coaches who watched them in practice. We had 113 college coaches at those two Tuesday practices.

“I was able to get some really great players into the 2006 game. Many of them had already committed to play for teams like Arkansas, Alabama, Texas, LSU, Tennessee, Florida, and Florida State. Those players made up about 80% of the total players and those players helped the other 20% of the players to get a scholarship,” Emfinger further stated.
“All of our prayers were answered, because the 2006 All-American Bowl Game was one of the greatest miracles that I have ever experienced,” said Emfinger as he remembered the Polynesian lady that gave him that Prayer for a Miracle. “I expected a miracle from the start and it certainly happened and we had six Polynesian players in our 2006 All-American Bowl Game and you know that it was not by chance that they were invited to play in that game. Twenty-Three of those players did not have a scholarship offer before the All-American Bowl Game Classic, but they did get one either at practice on Tuesday or after the game.”

The 2005 and 2006 All-American Bowl Games were huge miracles, but the 2007 All-American Bowl Game will go down in history as one of the greatest miracles of All-Time in the Universe. “In short, we had the game fully sponsored until October 19, when our major sponsor called me and demanded that I cut 25 players from my game who were in their terms “unrecognizable players” to him,” said Emfinger. 

“My mission in having the All-American Bowl Game was to find great football players who were “flying under the recruiting radar” and invite them to play in our game so that they could be found. This demand from our sponsor was in direct conflict with my mission statement for the game and for my Foundation and so I had to politely walk away from that sponsor, because it was morally wrong to cut those players.” 
“In sixty days, before the game, there were no sponsors who had any money left in the 2006 fiscal year. We thought we were close on a couple sponsors, but it did not work out,” said Emfinger.

“On Wednesday, before the players were to report-in at the Hotel in Shreveport, Ginger and I had to make a decision. With absolutely no sponsors, we had to decide whether we were going to cancel the 2007 All-American Bowl Game Classic or pray for one of the greatest of all Miracles and play the game. After a couple hours of Prayer, The Universe told us not to cancel the game.”

“The Miracles that happened from this point were incredible. There were miracles happening in every hour of the day for seven days. The Holy Spirit touched every player and every parent and coach. It got to where, even the players, were touched by the multitude of miracles that took place. It also changed a lot of lives in the one week that we spent together.

There were 102 players that played in our 2007 All-American Bowl Game Classic and out of the 102 players who played in the All-American Bowl Game, there were 57 players who came to the game with only a single scholarship offer or with no scholarship offers. On National Signing Day, one of the greatest of all miracles happened when 42 of those 57 players signed a National Letter of Intent to play football in college as a freshman in 2007.

“The Universe helped these players and it happened only with The Grace of God and The Holy Spirit,” said Emfinger. 
ST JUDE CHILDRENS HOSPITAL 
“I just want to do so much more. I want to give a portion of the gate receipts to the St Jude Children’s Hospital in Baton Rouge to help those Katrina children that had been misplaced from New Orleans after the Hurricane. We visited the Shreveport Shriner’s Hospital for Children in 2006. A portion of the gate receipts were promised to them, and the Shriner’s Hospital for Children will always be on our donation list.

144 FALLUJAH FIGHTERS
As he left Shreveport after the 2005 All-American Bowl Game, Emfinger heard on the radio about 144 local Marines who had been to Iraq, fought at Fallujah, and had come home. Emfinger especially wanted to have those 144 Fallujah Fighters as his Special and Honored Guests. They would have been the 144 Fallujah Fighters of Company B, 1st Battallion, 23rd Marines, 4th Marine Division, stationed in Bossier City, Louisiana who embarked to Iraq with 144 Marines, were the main fighters at Fallujah, stayed eight months in combat and came back home with the same 144 Marines. 
2007 WELCOME SPEECH
After all of the players had checked in on Saturday night, Emfinger gave a welcome speech to all 102 players, coaches, and parents. After welcoming everyone, Emfinger said some things that would set the pace for the rest of the week.
“How did all of you great players get into this room tonight and be in position to play in this All-American Bowl Game,” Emfinger asked. After three or four wrong answers, Emfinger said, “Everyone in this room was placed here by the Holy Spirit, because either your highlight game film or your name was given to me by someone, or it somehow crossed my desk. Some of you got a call to play, because another player dropped out, but that was also done by the Holy Spirit and it was already written to happen.”
Emfinger elaborated further that three million players could have received an invitation to play in the game, but only 102 would get the chance to play! Emfinger closed the meeting with a prayer as he asked that the Holy Spirit of the Universe to help keep all of the players safe and Miracles would help them get through the week. This Prayer by Emfinger was answered.
501c3 MAX EMFINGER YOUTH FOUNDATION & CHARITY 
After experiencing two major miracles in 2005 and 2006 in holding those two huge All-American Bowl Game Classics, without a major sponsor, Emfinger still thought that the 2007 All-American Bowl Game would be one of the most unbelievable high school events in high school history.
Most of these players that Emfinger is trying to help are of low income, low opportunity, minority, or of Foreign Descent. Some of these kids are phenomenal football players, but most of them have little chance to get to college without the help of Emfinger.
In taking his event to a higher level and still trying to award monies to St Jude Children’s Hospital, The Food Bank of Covington that fed thousands of victims from the Hurricane Katrina, including Emfinger and his family, and other Charities, Emfinger formed a 501c3 tax exempt entity called The Max Emfinger Youth Foundation and Charity. This foundation will enable donations and sponsors to make charitable contributions and be able to receive a tax deduction.
The Max Emfinger Youth Foundation and Charity will also qualify for Federal Funds, because it will enable a business to help high school kids in need. A little more money from the Federal Government will enable The Foundation to help even more high school football players.
The 501c3 Max Emfinger Youth Foundation and Charity will also qualify to receive private and public grant monies.

MAX EMFINGER YOUTH FOUNDATION 
COMBINES AND CAMPS 
In order to see and evaluate more and more players, Emfinger will hold 12 major Football Combines in the spring and summer of 2007. He then will have his Fifth Annual 7on7 National Championship. These 12 events will take place in Pensacola, Florida; Ozark, Alabama, Jackson, Mississippi; New Orleans, Louisiana; Atlanta, Georgia; Memphis, Tennessee; Columbia, South Carolina; Houston, Texas; Dallas, Texas; New York, New York; Chicago, Illinois; and Honolulu, Hawaii. Emfinger will get a chance to evaluate as many as 2,500 players in those 12 events. 

In each event, Emfinger and his staff of coaches will select as many as Five (5) deserving senior players to participate in his 2008 All-American Bowl Game Classic.
